Walterboro Celebrates 140 Years of Firefighting

Walterboro, S.C. -- The City of Walterboro, known for its historic charm and abundant natural
resources, is planning a celebration on Saturday, October 2, to mark 140 years of service by the
Walterboro Fire Department. Hosted by the City of Walterboro and the Boy Scouts of America,
the festivities will officially kick off fire prevention month.

Events will take place at 300 E. Washington Street, in historic downtown Walterboro, and start at
11 a.m. with raffle prizes, hot dogs, and a fire truck slide. At 11:30 a.m., there will be a short
presentation to recognize the department’s dedication to community public safety and to honor
retired Chiefs Harry Cone, Ashton Syfrett, Joe Mire and J.C. Sineath.

The Walterboro Fire Department, established in 1869 when the department requested funds for
its first pump wagon and space to store equipment, strives to minimize the risk of injury and fire
damage in the community through fire safety education. Today, the firefighters also serve as
public safety officers and are prepared to handle all types of emergencies, some of which require
specialized training and equipment. The city currently has three fire stations staffed with certified
personnel, three pumpers, and three support vehicles. In 2009, firefighters responded to 211 calls
within the city limits.

Established in 1826, the City of Walterboro is hailed as the “front porch of the Lowcountry,”
with its historic charm, plentiful natural resources and warm Southern hospitality. The area
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around the city, rich with forests and vast quantities of water, is also known as the gateway to the
ACE Basin, one of the largest undeveloped estuaries on the East Coast. Centrally located
between Charleston, Savannah, Hilton Head, and Columbia, the city is home to many historic
buildings, antique stores, the Great Swamp Sanctuary and the S.C. Artisans Center, designated
by the state’s legislature as the “Official South Carolina Folk Art and Craft Center.” In addition,
the city is home to the largest general aviation airport in the state. Walterboro serves as the
economic heart of Colleton County and maintains a small-town Americana atmosphere.
